DAY WISE TENTATIVE ITINERARY

DAY 1: ZURICH

We'll fransfer you to the hotel and you'll have some free fime. In the afternoon, you'll
find information about the start of your tour on the boards located at the hotel
reception.

DAY 2: ZURICH

With our guide, we'll explore Zurich, the most populous city in Switzerland, and its
financial and cultural heart. Known for its banks, Zurich has been twice recognized as
the city with the best quality of life in the world. Afterwards, we'll embark on a

scenic cruise of nearly two hours on Lake Zurich, with brief stops to enjoy the charming
vilages along the route. We'll disembark in Rapperswil, a picturesque village renowned
for its medieval castle. We'll return to Zurich by train, providing an opportunity to
experience the efficiency and punctuality of the Swiss railway system.

Note: Depending on the number of travelers, transfers to and from the city center may
be via public transport.

DAY 3: ZURICH - LUCERNE - ZURICH

Today’s journey features stunning landscapes with tall mountains and pristine lakes.
We'll enjoy breathtaking scenery in the Interlaken region. Our first stop will

be Grindelwald, where we'll have time for a coffee before taking the cable car up the
mountain. Once there, we'll walk along a winding path leading to a suspended bridge.
For those who are adventurous, crossing the bridge offers spectacular views of the
surrounding glaciers. We'll have lunch on the mountain (included) before heading back
down. Our next destfination is Lucerne, one of Switzerland’s most beautiful cities, where
you'll have time to explore and enjoy the charming cityscape. We'll then return



to Zurich.

Note: The guide will offer an optional full-day excursion, starting in the morning. After
some free time in Lucerne, we'll fake a rotating cable car to the summit of Mount Titlis.
At over 3,000 meters above sea level, the alpine summit offers breathtaking views of the
glacier and the Alps.

DAY 4: ZURICH - STRASBOURG - PARIS

We'll depart from Zurich and travel to the French region of Alsace, where we'll visit its
capital, Strasbourg—a charming city that beautifully blends French and German
influences. You'll have time to explore and get to know the city. Afterward, we'll
continue our journey to Paris, arriving in the evening.

DAY 5: PARIS

We'll immerse ourselves in the rich history of France at the magnificent Palace of
Versailles (admission not included), renowned for its stunning gardens. On our return

to Paris, we'll visit Montmartre, where a cable car (included) will take us up to this
charming bohemian neighborhood, famous for its artists, painters, and cabarets. To fully
appreciate the grandeur of Paris, we'll embark on a panoramic city tour with a local
guide, showcasing the city's impressive avenues and iconic monuments. Afterward,
we'll return to the hotel. For those interested, there is an optional variety show in the
evening.

DAY 6: PARIS

We'll start our day in central Paris, beginning with a visit fo the iconic Eiffel Tower. You'll
have the chance to go up to the second floor of this famous iron landmark (tickets
included). Afterwards, we'll enjoy a relaxing boat cruise along the Seine, which will last
approximately one hour and fifteen minutes. You'll have a free afternoon to explore the
city at your own pace.

Note: If wait times at the Eiffel Tower are too long, we might reschedule the visit to a
different time (or on Sunday) for your convenience.

After breakfast, our journey will come to an end, leaving you with wonderful lasting
memories
